
HD Mega Ladder Rack Step Installation Instructions  
Part No’s: 195001 / 195002 / 195007 

1. Locate the rear spring shackle assembly for either 

the driver or passenger side. This step assembly will 

work the same on both sides. The exhaust tail pipe 

will not interfere with the step assembly on the 

passenger side. With your safety glasses on, take the 

WD 40 and liberally spray the bottom nut. 

 

 

2. Using the Breaker Bar wrench with a 21mm socket, 

or an impact wrench if available and break loose the 

nut. You will need the 18mm wrench to hold the 

head of the bolt on the other side. Use the open end 

of the 18mm wrench to make it easier to take the 

wrench off. If you don’t have an impact wrench, use 

the rachet wrench with the 21mm socket to unscrew 

the bolt the rest of the way. Remove the large nut on 

the bottom bolt. Slip the step assembly on the bolt as 

shown. IMPORTANT: Having two people 

placing the step on the vehicle is advisable.  

 

 

 

3. With the step assembly on the bolt, screw the nut 

back on to the vehicle only half way. DO NOT 

TIGHTEN.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

4. From underneath the step assembly, line up the slot 

in the tab of the step assembly with the slot on the 

bottom of the spring shackle assembly on the 

vehicle.  

  
MATERIAL NEEDED:  

WD 40, Wrench with ½’ socket, Breaker bar wrench with 21mm socket, ½” open end wrench, 

18mm open/box wrench (open end works better), heavy duty rachet wrench with 21mm socket, 

Torque foot pounds wrench set to 100 ft. lbs., safety glasses, gloves, Gojo or similar.

5.  Place the 5/16-18 nylon flange nut on the                  

top of the slot below the spring shackle 

assembly as shown in the diagram. With 

the slots lined up, take the 5/16” X 1” bolt 

with the washer and screw the bolt into 

the flange nut. Hand tighten ONLY.  

6. Tighten the large 

nut and screw it 

back on to the bolt 

that attaches to the 

spring shackle 

assembly. When 

the nut is all the 

way on, use your 

torque wrench and 

tighten the nut to 

100 ft. lbs. From 

the bottom, take 

the ½” rachet 

wrench with the ½” 

open end wrench 

on the 5/16” flange 

nut and securely 

tighten this bolt. 

Now your step is 

ready to go. Repeat 

for the other side.
