Using the top 1/4” holes in each steel mounting bracket as a guide,
drill out each hole with a 3/16” drill bit. Install the four sheet metal screws as indicated using the flat blade
screwdriver or the 5/16” socket. Now your step(s) are ready to go! Repeat the same steps for the passenger side.
