Take the 5/8” sheet metal screws provided and securely
tighten. (Driling at an angle may be necessary due to
interference or for proper alignment). Place the step back into
the brackets and securely tighten using the 4" hardware
provided.

12.We advise putting silicone sealer around the areas where the

steel mounting brackets contact the body metal.
